2. Not doing anything that will bring trouble to or endanger or inconvenience them. 

3. Not bringing in cigarettes, alcoholic beverages, pornographic material (soft or hard copy), illicit drugs and

Cherish what you have by …  

1. Not making holes or knocking nails into the walls or using any type of glue or tape which may damage the 

wall or furniture surface. 

2. Managing your belongings - money, computers, cell phones, books sports equipment, clothes, shoes, etc - in 

ways that show you value them.   

3. Doing whatever is necessary to make sure your room and unit looks and smells good and there is nothing 

exposed that will feed ants, cockroaches and rats.

1. Willing to set aside personal preferences to cultivate a community culture within your unit     

2. Working with your housemates to make your unit a safe and healthy place to live.
